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Do This In Remembrance of Me

A Big Mitzvah

So you’ve decided to do a Passover Seder Meal! Good. The celebration of the Passover with Unleavened Bread and Bitter
Herbs is a commandment. Even more, it is a commandment of the Master to do this in remembrance of Him! You are preparing to keep
one of the Master’s most sacred instructions to his disciples! God will bless you as you keep his Torah and his son’s command. May the
LORD bless your home.

Calendar Dates

The first step to keeping the Feast of Unleavened Bread is to acknowledge it. Using a Jewish Calendar, find when the 15™ of Nissan
falls this year. Remember that a Biblical day begins at sunset. The evening which begins the 15" of Nissan is the beginning of the festival
and the Seder Night. (Hint: The 15™ is always a full moon.) Unleavened Bread is seven days long. The first and seventh days are
Sabbaths. This means that no work should be performed (except food preparation) from sunset to sunset on the first and seventh days of
the festival. The intervening days are not Sabbaths, but they are still regarded as part of the Festival.

Inviting Guests

When hosting a Seder, it is a good idea to invite guests. The Seder is a celebration of our shared salvation. The Haggadah declares,
“Whoever is hungry -- let him come and eat! Whoever is needy -- let him come and celebrate the Passover!” Our brothers and sisters are
hungry for Torah. Our brothers and sisters are impoverished of the Master’s words and ways. Our homes should be open to anyone and
everyone who shows an interest in learning the ways of Torah and the salvation of the Master.

Leaven

Prior to sunset, 24 hours before the Seder, all yeast and products containing yeast should be removed from the household. They
should be consumed, sold, given away or disposed of before the festival. Sunset of Seder night is the absolute deadline for removing the
leaven. For the duration of the seven days, no product containing yeast can be eaten or brought into the home. It is a commandment to eat
unleavened bread (that is matzah) on each of the seven days. Eat at least one piece a day. The spiritual lessons of the matzah and the
cleansing out of the old leaven run deep through our scriptures. The Haggadah will lead you through the ritual cleansing of your home.

The Seder

Beginning at sunset on the evening which begins the 15" day of Nissan, everyone is enjoined to participate in a Seder meal. The Seder
celebrates Israel’s redemption from Egypt. Bitter herbs, unleavened bread and the fruit of the vine are enjoyed while the story of the Exo-
dus is retold. In temple times, lamb was eaten. Because there is no temple today, it is forbidden to make a sacrifice. Therefore lamb is
never eaten at a Seder. To do so would be to imply a sacrifice had been made! The Seder meal simultaneously tells the story of the Exo-
dus from Egypt and the Last Supper and Passion of the Master. It contains within it the elements of communion, and it is a

Set Order
Seder means set order. A Passover Seder is called a Seder because there is a set order to the rituals and elements of the meal. There are
fifteen consecutive steps which constitute a full Seder.

1. Kiddush Sanctification. Declaration of the sanctity of the festival over the first cup of wine.
FIRST CUP

2. Urechatz Hand Washing. A ritual purification

3. Karpas Dipping Vegetables. A reminder of the tears of Egypt.

4. Yachatz Breaking Matzah. Breaking unleavened bread, hiding the afikomen.

5. Maggid Telling the Story. Telling the story of the deliverance from Egypt.
SECOND CUP

6. Rachtzah Hand Washing. Washing hands before eating bread .

7. Motzi Blessing for Bread. The blessing before eating bread.

8. Matzah Unleavened Bread. The blessing for keeping the commandment to eat unleavened bread.

9. Maror Blessing for Bitter Herbs.

10. Korech Matzah and Maror. Unleavened bread and bitter herbs are eaten together to keep the literal command, “You shall

eat unleavened bread with bitter herbs.”
11. Sulchan Orech Setting the Table. The regular meal is eaten.

12. Tzafun Eating the Hidden. The afikomen, the hidden unleavened bread, is eaten.
13. Barech Grace after meals. After eating, the Grace After Meals is prayed.
THIRD CUP
14. Hallel Praises. Psalm 113-118 are sung or recited.
FOURTH CUP
15. Nirtzah Conclusion. The Seder is concluded.
Haggadah

The Haggadah is the booklet which guides you through these fifteen steps. Haggadah means telling, and the Telling of the
Exodus from Egypt is the main purpose of the Passover Seder. Disciples also use the Seder to retell the story of the Master’s last supper
with them.

A Haggadah is meant as a guide to this telling. It should be regarded as a rough outline, not a finished product. The host of the Seder
should feel free to improvise, to condense long passages, to skip certain sections, to linger on certain passages or to rework the material
spontaneously. The important thing at a Seder is that it is enjoyable. It is to be a time of joy. While the Haggadah does guide you through
the Seder, it is important that the participants feel free to interrupt the Haggadah with songs, hymns and choruses. The Seder is a time of
joy. The Haggadah is only a guide, not an iron rule! Every Seder is uniquely different.



Preparing for the Seder

A Meal for Children

The most important guests at a Seder are the children. The intention of the Seder is to retell the story of God’s salvation to the
next generation. If the Seder becomes boring for the children and they lose interest, then the whole exercise is futile. The Host of the
Seder must do everything in his or her power to keep the children engaged and interested as the Seder progresses.

Homes with young children should consider telling the Maggid (the story of the Exodus) on a child’s level. The Haggadah tells
it in midrashic form, on a Sage’s level, which may not be appropriate for young children. You might consider shortening the Hallel and
praying only the first blessing of Barech (Grace After Meals.) Introduce games and amusements to keep the children engaged. (A reward
for finding the afikomen can be a big incentive to stay at the table!)

The meal should be reverent, but don’t forget to have fun!

Strange Customs

Because the Seder Meal is actually an ancient ritual which predates Christianity by 1400 years, there are many customs in a
Seder meal which are unfamiliar to us. For example, at ancient banquets people did not sit in chairs, they reclined on pillows around a
floor level table. That is why we read in the gospels, “The Master was reclining at the table.” As a remembrance of “reclining,” everyone
leans to the left when drinking the four cups or when eating the unleavened bread or bitter herbs. Dipping vegetables and washing hands
before bread are also ancient customs from the days of The Master.

Four Cups
Through the course of the Seder Meal, four cups of wine or grape juice are consumed. The four cups correspond to the four
expressions of redemption which God spoke to Israel in Exodus 6:6,7.

Cup One: 1 will bring you out from under the yoke of the Egyptians.
77 Cup Two: 1 will free you from being slaves to them,
\ i 4 Cup Three: 1 will redeem you with an outstretched arm and with mighty acts of judgment.
— Cup Four: 1 will take you as my own people, and I will be your God.

~ All four cups are collectively referred to as “The Cup of Salvation.” ~

The Cup Of Salvation
The Sages accordingly ordained four cups to be drank on the eve of Passover to correspond with these four expressions in order
to fulfill the verse: “1 will lift up the cup of salvation, and call upon the name of the LORD.” Shemot Midrash Rabbah 6.4

In addition to cleansing the house of leaven and preparing a festive meal, there are some ritual foods that need to be prepared for a Seder.
Five items are arranged on a large plate. This plate is referred to as the Seder plate. (See Diagram on Page Eight)

On The Seder Plate

e SHANKBONE: A Piece of Roasted Lamb Shankbone (a chicken neck is often substituted).

The shankbone of a lamb is in remembrance of the Passover Lamb sacrifice. Since there no longer is a temple, there is no sacrifice, but
the shankbone serves as a reminder that in ancient times a roasted lamb was served.

e ROASTED EGG: A Roasted Egg. (Some boil an egg in dark tea to make it look roasted.)

The roasted egg is also placed on the Seder plate as a remembrance of the additional sacrifices which were made at Passover. These
additional peace offering sacrifices were also eaten on the Festival. Traditionally, the First Born at the table eat the roasted egg during
Shulchan Orech in order to remember how God passed over the first born of Israel when he struck Egypt.

e VEGETABLE: Celery or Parsley.
The Vegetable is dipped into saltwater and eaten during Karpas. The salty taste is meant to remind the participants of the tears that were
wept in Egypt.

e CHAROSET: Apple-nut mix.
The Charoset is a brown, mush, mixture which is meant to look like the mortar used in making bricks for the Egyptians. Actually it is a
sweet fruit salad which serves as an antidote to the heat and pain and distaste of the bitter herbs. (See Recipe on Page Six.)

e BITTER HERBS: Whole Romaine Lettuce Leaves and Grated Horseradish.
The Romaine Lettuce Leaves and Grated Horseradish constitute the bitter herbs which the Torah commands are to be eaten along with
unleavened bread at a Seder meal. They are a remembrance of the bitterness of Egypt.

On The Table
In addition to the ritual items on the Seder plate, you will also need the following things to successfully complete your Seder:
JUICE: Enough juice or wine for each participant to drink four full cups.
A LINEN: A linen to wrap the afikomen in.
A LARGE LINEN: A linen napkin to wrap the three whole unleavened bread-matzah crackers in.
UNLEAVENED BREAD: Enough unleavened bread (matzah crackers) for each participant to eat a full piece.
SALTWATER: A bowl of salt water for dipping vegetables.
A BASIN OF WATER WITH PITCHER: For hand washing.
A TOWEL: For hand drying.
CANDLES: Two or more candles for candle-lighting



A Sweet Remembrance of Bitterness

On the Passover Seder plate, the charoset is said to symbolize the mortar used by the slaves in Egypt. When charoset is properly made, it
should look like mortar: a substance with a muddy,mush like consistency.

Charoset serves more than just a symbolic purpose on the Seder plate. It is used as a sweet antidote to the bitter herbs we are commanded to
eat. The charoset is used to sweeten the romaine lettuce of Maror and to kill the heat and pain of the horseradish in Korech.

Charoset Recipe

2 medium-sized apples

1/2 cup chopped walnuts

1/2-1 teaspoon cinnamon

2-3 tablespoon honey (or sweeten to taste)

Peel and core the apples. Then chop or grate into mush. Mix in the rest of the ingregients. Giving everything a spin in the food
processor helps to make it into a mushy-mortar like substance.

Although the bricks were in Egypt were made with straw, it is a universal charoset tradition to abstain from adding straw to the
recipe in remembrance of the passage that saysRemember, do not mix in any straw, as it is written, “Then the slave drivers and

the foremen went out and said to the people, ‘This is what Pharaoh says: “I will not give you any more straw.”””  (Exodus 5:10)

The Search for Leaven

The search for leaven symbolizes our personal
cleansing of home and body from sin. Just as we
carefully clean our homes to remove any yeast or
leavened bread and we do not spare even the
smallest crumb, so too we should search our hearts,
deeds and words for any sinful act or attitude
which must be removed. Paul writes, “Don't you
know that a little yeast works through the whole
batch of dough? Get rid of the old yeast that you
may be a new batch without yeast--as you really
are. For Christ, our Passover lamb, has been
sacrificed. Therefore let us keep the Festival, not
with the old yeast, the yeast of malice and
wickedness, but with bread without yeast, the
bread of sincerity and truth.”

(1** Corinthians 5:6-8)

“Whoever eats the bread or drinks the cup of the
Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of
sinning against the body and blood of the Lord. A
man ought to examine himself before he eats of the
bread and drinks of the cup.” (1 Corinthians
11:27,28)

Candle Lighting

But did God really command us concerning the
kindling of lights?

The Torah prohibits kindling a fire on a Sabbath
day. Therefore it was necessary before the advent
of electric lighting to kindle the lamps or candles
for the home prior to the onset of the Sabbath. God
commanded us concerning the kindling of fires on
the Sabbath day. There is no commandment to
light candles for Sabbath, but there is a
commandment not to light a fire after the Sabbath
has begun.

The Search for Leaven

All leaven must be removed prior to Passover. This includes any products that are made
with yeast. Usually, a thorough cleaning of the house is made to insure that crumbs of
bread or other leaven are not overlooked. Kitchens are thoroughly cleaned. On the night
of the 14™ of Nissan, the night before the Seder night, a final, ritual search for leaven
should be preformed.

The search is done with a candle, a wooden spoon, a feather and a piece of linen just
after dusk (or before Sabbath begins on a Friday). If children are present, it is not unusual
to plant some crumbs of bread for them to find. Any crumbs or leaven which are found are
swept onto the wooden spoon with the feather. Then the wooden spoon is wrapped tightly,
along with the candle and feather, in the linen. The whole “leaven package” is placed
outside the house to be burned in the morning.

When the search is complete, the following legal declaration is made:

Participant: Any leavened food or leaven that is in my possession which | have not seen,
have not removed and do not know about, should be annulled and become ownerless, like
the dust of the ground.

Early the morning after the search for leaven, the leaven package should be burned.

Candle Lighting

On the first and seventh nights of Unleavened Bread, the candles are lit just before sunset
and the following blessing is recited. On the first night, that is Seder night, the second
blessing is also said. [Words in brackets are included on a Friday night.]

Blessed are You, LORD Our God, King of the Universe, Who has sanctified us with His
commandments and commanded us to kindle the light of [the Sabbath and of] the
Festival.

Blessed are You, LORD our God, King of the Universe, Who has kept us alive, sustained
us, and brought us to this season.

The Master’s Cup

Drinking While Leaning

In the 1st Century participants of a banquet
reclined on pillows around a low table while
eating. That is why we read in the gospels, “When
the hour came, Yeshua and his apostles reclined at
the table.” (Luke 22:14). We no longer recline
around low tables, but we lean to the left while
drinking the cups as a remembrance of reclining.

As he begins to wash their feet, Peter objects and then consents to let Jesus wash his feet. Peter’s objection is well founded within Jewish tradition. The
Mechilta relates that it is forbidden to give a Jewish slave a lowly job such as washing his master’s feet. How much more unseemly that the Master wash his
servants feet! Through this display of humility, the disciples must have been ashamed over the argument they were having.

Dipping Vegetables

The rite of dipping vegetables is very old. Its
curiosity is attested to by its inclusion in the four
questions. One explanation has it that the salt water
and the bitter herb combine to remember the tears
and bitterness of the bondage in Egypt.

Some place the dipping of the sop with Judas
Iscariot at karpas.

Celebrant: Blessed are You, LORD our God, King of the Universe, Who creates
the fruits of the earth.

All participants take a vegetable (usually celery or parsley) and dip it into salt-water and eat it.




Breaking Bread

And Afikomen

In the Scriptures, the ritual breaking of bread represents
fellowship and communion between participants.

The broken piece of matzah is wrapped in linen and
hidden away. This piece is called the afikomen. Usually
it is not hidden too far away, nor is it hidden so that it
would be terribly difficult to find, but it is, nonetheless,

The Breaking of Bread

The Celebrant removes the middle piece of matzah and breaks it in two. He puts the
smaller part back between the two whole matzot, and wraps the larger piece in linen for
the afikomen. The afikomen portion is hidden away for the children to seek out later.

hidden and out of view. After the meal is eaten, the Celebrant: In haste we went out of Egypt.

children are given the task of searching for the afikomen.
Until the afikomen is found, the Seder meal cannot
proceed.

The curious ritual of hiding away a single piece of matzah as the afikomen originates with the ritual of the Passover Lamb. In Judaism, the afikomen piece is a
symbolic substitute for the sacrificed lamb. Because the lamb was to be eaten last, the afikomen is hidden away until the meal is concluded.

Maggid — Telling the Story

The entire purpose of the Passover Seder meal is to
transmit the story of the redemption from Egypt to the
next generation. Through the rituals of the Feast of
Unleavened Bread, the Exodus is to be remembered and
retold to the children.

Therefore, the center of the Passover Seder meal is the
retelling of the Exodus from Egypt.

MAGGE'D

Telling the Story

Celebrant lifts the remaining unleavened bread and explains:

Celebrant: This is the bread of affliction that our fathers ate in the land of Egypt.
Whoever is hungry -- let him come and eat! Whoever is needy -- let him come and
celebrate the Passover! Tonight we are here; next year may we be in the land of Israel.
Now we are slaves; next year may we be free men!

Bread of Affliction

The Telling is begun when the Celebrant lifts the
unleavened bread, and in a brief object lesson declares,
“This is the bread our fathers ate in Egypt!” In some
Seders, the Celebrant places the unleavened bread on his
shoulders in a gesture meant to remember the children of
Israel carrying the dough out of Egypt before it had time
to leaven.

The second of the four cups is poured as the youngest child present asks the four
questions. (See next page.)

Whoever is Hungry

The “Whoever is hungry — let him come and eat” is echoed in Revelation 22:17 “The Spirit and the bride say, “Come!” And let him who hears say, “Come!”
Whoever is thirsty, let him come; and whoever wishes, let him take the free gift of the water of life.”

We compare our present circumstances with that of servitude when we consider the joy and freedom of the Master’s return. That is why it is said, “Now we are
slaves; next year may we be free men!”

The Torah prescribed all of the Seder night rituals
in order to inspire curiosity in the children. As the
children observe all of the strange rituals of the
Seder table, they wonder what makes this meal so
unique. The leader of the Seder seizes on that
curiosity and uses it as a chance to tell the story of
salvation.

The Celebrant replies to the child:

We were slaves to Pharaoh in Egypt, but the LORD our God delivered us from there
with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm. Had not the Holy One, Blessed be He,
taken our fathers out from Egypt, then we, our children, and our children's children
would have remained enslaved to Pharaoh in Egypt. Even if we were all men of
wisdom, understanding, and insight into Torah, it would still be an obligation upon
us to tell about the departure from Egypt, as it is written, “You shall tell your
children.” The more one tells of the departure from Egypt, the more praiseworthy.

All Night Long

R. Elazar b. Azaryah had interpreted the
Deuteronomy passage quoted to mean that the
story of the Exodus should not be told at night. Ben
Zoma challenged this interpretation and said the
Exodus should be told by day and night. To
celebrate Ben Zoma’s new interpretation, the sages
stayed up all night and into the morning telling the
story of the Exodus.

The Four Sons

Rabbi Elazar ben Azaryah said, “l am like a seventy year-old man, but | thought it
was wrong to discuss the Exodus from Egypt at night until Ben Zoma explained
the verse: “In order that you may remember the day you left Egypt all the days of
your life.” (Deuteronomy 16:3) The phrase “the days of your life” imply only during
the day, but the word “all” includes the nights as well. But the Sages declare that
“the days of your life” would mean only the present world; the addition of “all”
includes the days of Messiah.

The Wise Son is like the believer who perceives
the value and meaning of the Festival. He
understands that it is given by God and is relevant
to him. He seeks to learn the laws of the Festival
down to the smallest detail because he desires to be
obedient to God.

The Wicked Son is like the believer that feels he
need not participate in the Seder. He is only
curious of why anyone would take it upon
themselves to perform “religious ceremonial works
of the law.”

The Simple Son is like the believer who is
ignorant of his Biblical Heritage and must be
taught. He is ignorant but eager to learn and eager
to participate.

The Son Unable To Ask is like the believer so
new to the faith that he must be gently led and
persuaded. This one sits quietly and everything is
new to him.

The First Salvation

As the Telling of the Redemption formally begins,
the Haggadah solemnly reminds us that the
Salvation from Egypt was not the first act of
salvation bestowed upon the People of God. Long
before God rescued Israel from the hand of
Pharaoh, He rescued Abraham from a land of
idolatry. God’s initial call to Abraham was the very
first exodus.

So too, the gentile inclusion in the People of God
is a miracle of salvation. Our ancestors were also
idol worshippers. But just as He took Abraham out
of Ur and Israel out of Egypt, God took us out from
among every tribe, nation and tongue on earth. He
took us out and joined us to his people. Though
once we were not a people, now we have become
the People of God.

The Covenant

The Telling remembers that God made a covenant
promise to Abraham to redeem his children and
bring them out from slavery and bondage. The
Haggadah announces that it is this promise that has
preserved the Jewish people over the ages. Even
though an attempt to destroy them has been made
in every generation, the Jews survive!

This is a testament to the fact that God does not
change and his covenant promises are unchanging.

The Wise Son — What does he ask? “What is the meaning of the stipulations,
decrees and laws the LORD our God has commanded you?” (Deuteronomy 6:20)
Therefore explain to him the laws of the Pesach, even until the last detail.

The Wicked Son — What does he ask? “What does this ceremony mean to
you?” (Exodus 12:26) Since he excludes himself from the group, you in turn must
blunt his teeth and tell him: “I do this because of what the LORD did for me when |
came out of Egypt.” (Exodus 13:8) “For me” but not “for him”. If he had been there,
he would not have been redeemed.

The Simple Son — What does he ask? “What is this?” Tell him, “With a mighty
hand the LORD brought us out of Egypt, out of the land of slavery.” (Exodus 13:14).

As for The Son Unable To Ask — You must begin the telling yourself, as it is
written  “On that day tell your son, ‘I do this because of what the LORD did for
me when | came out of Egypt.”” (Exodus 13:8)

Our ancestors were at first idol worshippers, but now the Almighty has
brought us near to his worship, as it is written: ‘Joshua said to all the people, “This
is what the Lord, the God of Israel, says: ‘Long ago your forefathers, including
Terah the father of Abraham and Nahor, lived beyond the River and worshiped
other gods.

Dayeinu means
“Sufficient for us.”

The Dayeinu prayer
reiterates each of the
major events of the
Exodus story and
even follows the
narrative to Sinai,
into the land and to
the building of the
Temple. Each event
is followed by an
acknowledgement of
the goodness of God
which declares, “it
would have been
enough.”

“And of his fullness
have all we received,
and grace for
grace.” (John 1:16)

How Much More So

How much more so do we Disciples of the Master
have to be grateful for!

Amar Rabban Gamliel

The Haggadah pauses after completing the Telling of the Exodus from Egypt in order to explain
the symbolic meanings behind the ritual foods of the Seder meal. The voice of the explainer is
that of Rabban Gamliel, a 1st Century Torah Sage of no small fame. Gamliel was the grandson
of the Great Hillel. Gamliel is the one who defended Peter and John before the Sanhedrin. (Acts
5:34-40)

Before he joined us as a disciple of the Master, the Apostle Paul was one of the disciples of
Rabban Gamliel.

As Rabban Gamliel expounds the symbolism of the Passover Lamb, Unleavened Bread and
Bitter Herbs, let us consider the further meanings of these things and their relevance for all the
disciples of the Master.

The Pesach Sacrifice Lamb

Gamliel explains that the Passover Lamb is a remembrance of when God struck the firstborn of
Egypt but passed over the Israelites.

But is it not also written, “Messiah, our Pesach lamb, has been sacrificed.” (1 Corinthians 5:7)
and again, “In a loud voice they sang: ‘Worthy is the Lamb, who was slain, to receive power
and wealth and wisdom and strength and honor and glory and praise!’” (Revelations 5:12)

Unleavened Bread
Rabban Gamliel proceeds to explain the symbolism of the Unleavened Bread.

But for Disciples of the Master there is deeper meaning in the bread. The Master took the bread
at his Last Seder and said, “This is my body which is for you, do this in remembrance of me.”

The Unleavened Bread teaches us about the Body of the Master! Examine the unleavened bread.
It is pierced. It is striped. It is flat. Just as the Unleavened Bread is pierced, his body was
pierced. Just as the the Unleavened Bread is striped, his body was striped and wounded, just as
the unleavened bread is without yeast, he was without sin.

Therefore it is written, “They will look upon the one they have pierced,” (Zecheriah 12:10) and
again, “By his stripes we are healed,” (Isaiah 53:5) and again, “Yet he was without
sin.” (Hebrews 4:15)

Bitter Herbs
Rabban Gamliel proceeds to explain the bitterness of the bitter herbs, relating them to the
bitterness of bondage in Egypt.

Yet as Disciples of the Master, we remember another bitterness which accompanies the Seder
meal. The night of his Last Seder was the night he declared, “I tell you the truth, one of you will
betray me. The one who has dipped his hand into the bowl with me will betray me.” What was
in the bow!? Bitter herbs and bitterness.

And that night in the garden the Master was in great agony and his life became bitter with our
sin. In bitterness of heart he cried out, “Father, if you are willing, take this cup from me; yet not
my will, but yours be done.” Had not an angel strengthened him, his heart would have failed
there, for as he prayed in bitter anguish and sorrow his sweat was like drops of blood falling to
the ground. Then came his betrayer and his kiss was bitter. They arrested him, the Disciples fled
from him, they crucified him he

hung on the cross. They offered him bitter vinegar to drink.

It is written, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me? Why are you so far from saving
me, so far from the words of my groaning? | am poured out like water, and all my bones are out
of joint. My heart has turned to wax; it has melted away within me.” Psalm 22:1,14

Second Hand Washing

Why wash hands again? Rabbinic law holds that RPL C HTZ H H
hands must be washed before eating bread. The
Disciples of Yeshua did not hold to this tradition Hand Washing
(Matthew 15:1,2). For that reason, many omit

Rachtzah.

All present wash their hands and recite the following. (Many Disciples Omit Rachtzah!)

Unleavened Bread

The following two blessings are recited over the
unleavened bread. The first blessing (motzi) is the blessing
for bread, the second blessing, (matzah) is the blessing for
obeying the commandment to eat unleavened bread.

MoTZ!

Blessing for Bread
The celebrant takes the linen holding all three matzot and
pronounces the following blessing:

Celebrant: Blessed are You, LORD our God, King of the Universe, Who brings
forth the bread from the earth.

Born Again Bread

Not only is it a commandment to have no yeast or leavened
products in our possession during the Festival, but it is also
a commandment to eat unleavened bread.

There is a deep and spiritual meaning to the ritual of eating
only unleavened bread for the seven days of the festival. In
ancient times, dough was leavened by adding a starter
dough left over from the last batch of bread, much they way
sour dough bread is made today. Therefore, a culture of
leaven was passed on from loaf to loaf to loaf. The
commandment to get rid of all the old leaven and start with
new unleavened bread symbolizes a clean break with the
past. It is a chance to start over. It is a chance to start fresh.

MATZAX

Eating Unleavened Bread

Celebrant: Blessed are You, LORD our God, King of the Universe, Who has
sanctified us with his commandments and commanded us concerning the
eating of Unleavened Bread.

The Unleavened Bread is eaten without delay while leaning to the left side. It is preferable to eat
an entire matzah cracker.

It is like being born again.

Paul tells us, “Get rid of the old yeast that you may be a new batch without yeast.” And he tell us to, “Keep the Festival, not with the old yeast, the yeast of
malice and wickedness, but with bread without yeast, the bread of sincerity and truth.” I Corinthians 5:7,8

Bitter Herbs and Betrayal

The bitter herbs remind us of the bitterness of Egypt. They
also remind us of the bitterness of the betrayal and death of
the Master. On that night the Disciples were filled with
sorrow because he told them clearly that he would leave
them and he told them that one of them would betray him.

“And while they were eating, he said, ‘I tell you the truth,
one of you will betray me.” They were very sad and began
to say to him one after the other, ‘Surely not I, Lord?’”
Matthew 26:21,22

MAROR

Eating Bitter Herbs

The Celebrant offers bitter herbs and Charoset (apple-mix) from the Seder plate. This is usually
done by having each participant roll some charoset (apple mix) on a piece of Romaine lettuce.

Celebrant: Blessed are You, LORD our God, King of the Universe, Who has
sanctified us with his commandments and commanded us concerning the

eating of Bitter Herbs.
The Bitter Herbs are eaten without delay while leaning to the left side.

Charoset and New L.ife

The bitter herbs remind us of our own bondage to sin and of how many times we too have betrayed the Master. But just as the apple-mix, charoset, serves as an
antidote to the bitter herbs, so too the grace and resurrection of the Master serve as an antidote for our own guilt and sin.

Messiah’s Suffering in the Midrash
The Midrash Rabbah on the book of Ruth relates the followin

g interpretations of Boaz’s invitation to Ruth. “Come hither” means approach to the Kingdom.

“And eat of the bread” refers to the bread of Messiah’s royalty;” And dip thy morsel in the vinegar” refers to Messiah’s sufferings, as it is said, “But he was
wounded because of our transgressions.” (Isaiah 53:5). Ruth Rabbath 5.6

To Fill the Command

Hillel the Elder was concerned that his disciples literally
obey the commandment to eat unleavened bread with bitter
herbs. Therefore he fashioned a sandwich, placing the bitter
herbs on the unleavened bread.

Satan Entered Him

“Simon Peter motioned to this disciple and said, ‘Ask him
which one he means.’

Leaning back against Jesus, he asked him, ‘Lord, who is it?’

Yeshua answered, ‘It is the one to whom | will give this
piece of bread when | have dipped it in the dish.”

XORECK

Unleavened Bread With Bitter Herbs

The Celebrant breaks the bottom piece of unleavend bread, puts some bitter herbs (usually
horseradish) and charoset (apple-mix), sandwich fashion between two pieces, and recites the
following before eating. Each participant should make and eat a similar sandwich.

Celebrant: In remembrance of the Temple, according to the custom
of Hillel.

Perhaps that is why Jesus did not take a piece of the Passover lamb and say, “This is
my body . ..” He picked up a piece of matzah instead.

According to the Gospel of John, the Master’s last Seder is a day early. If so, they
cannot have a Passover lamb because the time for slaying the Passover lambs is not until the following afternoon. By then he was on the cross. If
John’s chronology is correct, there was no lamb on the table that night. Instead, they would have eaten a regular meal, and after supper, eaten the
afikomen, the ritual substitute for a Passover Lamb.

Table Talk: John 13-16

During the course of the rest of the meal, the conversations of John 13 through 16 occurred. These scriptures contain some of the best known
and loved words of our Master. Some may want to read through these passages to relive the words of the Master at his last Seder. John 13:31-
16

Afikomen TZHFHN

The Hidden Redemption i :
After the meal, the children search for the afikomen until it is found. The following Eating the Afikomen

comment from a recent Orthodox Haggadah explains the symbolism:

“We complete the Seder meal by removing the afikomen matzah from its hiding
place. The matzah, which represents the redemption, was hidden for some time, and
only at the end of the meal is it revealed. This symbolizes the ultimate redemption.
“Once [the ultimate redemption] is realized and is revealed, we will understand that
it was with us all the time, throughout the centuries of suffering in [exile], although
it was concealed from our view.” (Twerski, 1995)

The Seder Plate is returned to the Table. When children are
present, Tzafun is preceded by a search for the hidden
afikomen matzah.

When the afikomen is found, it is unwrapped, broken and
shared among the participants. The afikomen must be eaten
before midnight. It is eaten without delay while leaning to the
left side.

In Remembrance A )
The entire afikomen must be eaten.

At his last Seder, the Master offered his own symbolic interpretation for the
afikomen. “And he took bread, gave thanks and broke it, and gave it to them,
saying, ‘This is my body given for you; do this in remembrance of me.”” (Luke
22:19) He says that the afikomen is his body, which is given for us. He tells us to take it and eat it in remembrance of him. But the afikomen
matzah is also symbolic of the Passover lamb; it is a remembrance of the Passover Lamb. Therefore, he is the Passover lamb by whose
blood we escaped from the judgment of God. Additionally, the Passover Lamb, was eaten as a remembrance of Salvation from Egypt. It is
to be a remembrance of our Salvation. Therefore he is our Salvation. As we take this simple piece of flat unleavened bread, it is a
remembrance of our salvation, a remembrance of the blood of the lamb that saved us, it is his body and a remembrance of the Master. It
is a remembrance, and that is why we must never forget to remember.

Psalm 126
On weekdays Grace After Meals is preceded by the mournful Psalm 137 which remembers the destruction of Jerusalem. On Holidays and Sabbaths,
Psalm 126 is sung which remembers the coming restoration of Israel.

The Master Says Grace
As with most of the Haggadah, the Grace after Meals is sung.
The very lengthy prayer of “Grace after meals” was, at the time of Jesus, a much simpler and shorter benediction. Over the years it has grown.

The Master Prays
At his last Seder, the Master deviated from merely reciting the benediction and he prayed the prayers of John 17. Some may want to read John 17 at
this time.

Like Children at the Master’s Table . . .

Seders are for children, but in our day and age when
the ways of the Master have been so long forgotten, we
are all like children coming to the Seder table for the
first time. We must learn like children. The rituals seem
strange to us. The whole affair seems awkward. But at the
same time we are convinced that there is something
grand at work. We find ourselves asking, “Why is this
hight different?”

We are like children at the Master’s table.
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
